HISTORY 

During this topic, students will be 
studying one of the earliest 
civilizations, Ancient Egypt. They will 
consider how historians have gathered 
evidence after thousands of years, as 
well as exploring the role of the 
Pharoah and the Gods.  

Science 

The children will be able to name 
different types of rock and give 
the physical features of each. They 
will explore how a fossil is 
formed and explain how soils are 
made from rocks, debris as well as 
living/dead matter. 

 

RE 

Our students will be finding out 
about the Hindu festival of light, 
Diwali. As well as learning the 
story behind the celebration, 
students will consider the 
importance of light within 
different religious practices. 

PE 

As always, one class will be 
attending swimming sessions each 
week as part of our PE curriculum.

FRENCH AND MUSIC
