This long term overview outlines the skills that we would like pupils to demonstrate in each area of learning by the time they leave us.  

Prime areas  
Communication and language Physical Development Personal, social and emotional 

development.  
- Feel secure to be able to make needs known to 

a member of staff (through speech, adapted 
technology, non-verbal communication) 

- Listen to songs, rhymes and simple stories. 

- Are able to move independently around the 
whole environment, accessing resources 
confidently. 

- Can safely use a variety of mediums and tools 
to “have a go”. 

- Can follow basic boundaries in nursery. 
- Have formed a trusting relationship with nursery 

staff in which they feel safe so that they are able to 
separate with confidence from their main carer. 

 
 

Specific areas 

Literacy Mathematics Understanding the world Expressive art and design 

- Look at and can handle books and 
enjoy sharing these with adults 
engage with books; fiction and 
non-fiction (playing with puppets, 
repeating language from books 
and enjoy repeating the same 
story)  

- Can have a go at making marks in 
different mediums and recognise 
that they have made marks.  

- Can listen and interact with a 
variety of repetitive activities 
such as rhymes, songs and stories 
with rhythm and rhyme. 

- Beginning to recognise and 
understand a range of simple 
mathematical language (e.g. 
more) and simple concepts (e.g. 
full/empty) 

- Beginning to problem-solve using 
a variety of resources. 

- Notice differences in people, 
places and the environment both 
indoors and outdoors (e.g. show 
an awareness of seasonal 
changes)  

- Have a basic understanding of 
caring for the environment. 

- Confident to ‘have a go’ with 
creative resources in the 
environment and know how to 
use them appropriately.
